Gospel reflection Mt 21,28-32

The gospel points out how it is possible that sinners,
institutions, systems and those who have exploited the poor to
ruin and desperation, might turn and see their victim’s face and
stop the wrongs they do. Can this really be true? How can it
happen? These are challenging questions indeed.

Without Christ our hope for love would be a mere
fantasy. In Christ, although such a model is a challenge, the love
is real and gripping. Yet we do not know who will recognize it.

World Truism Day — September 27"

WTD was created in 1979 by the World Truism organization.
The Church is concerned about tourism in the world, remembering the
words of Jesus to His disciples, “whatever house you enter, first say,
‘Peace to this house!” and if anyone is there who shares in peace lives
there, your peace will rest on that person.”

Pope Benedict XVI write in his message for WTD ; "The
theme of this year, "Tourism linking cultures', wishes to highlight the
importance that traveling has in the meeting of the different cultures of
the world, especially in our present day world where more than ninety
million people travel internationally. The Message concludes by
officially announcing "the celebration of the seventh World Congress on
the Pastoral Care of Tourism that will take place in Cancun, Mexico,
from 23 to 27 April 2012".

September 26" - The North American Martyrs — secondary patrons
of Canada

The eight North American martyrs were six priests and two lay
brothers. They were heroic members of the Society of Jesus who were
martyred in North America to bring the Faith that is necessary for
salvation to the Huron, the Iroquois and the Mohawk Indians. Five of the
eight North American martyrs were put to death in what is now Canada,
and three of them in New York State. There is a shrine to the United
States' martyrs at Auriesville in New York. There is a shrine to the
Canadian martyrs at Fort Saint Mary near Midland, Ontario.

September 29 Feast of Saint Michael and all Angels - patron of the
Church and our Archdiocese.

The liturgy celebrates the feast of these three archangels who
are venerated in the tradition of the Church. Michael (Who is like God?)
was the archangel who fought against Satan and all his evil angels,
defending all the friends of God. He is the protector of all humanity from
the snares of the devil. Gabriel (Strength of God) announced to
Zachariah the forthcoming birth of John the Baptist, and to Mary, the
birth of Jesus. His greeting to the Virgin, "Hail, full of grace," is one of
the most familiar and frequent prayers of the Christian people. Raphael
(Medicine of God) is the archangel who took care of Tobias on his
journey. St. Michael is the patron of police and firefighters. He is also
the patron of our Michaelite Fathers Community

The New Translation- Whose Idea Was It?

Until the early 1960s, Mass was celebrated throughout
the world in Latin. At the Second Vatican Council, it was agreed
that Mass would be celebrated in the language of the people. This
would enable us to both understand and participate more fully,
with no fundamental change to the Mass itself. An English
translation was developed as quickly as possible and intended to
be temporary, with the understanding that a more considered
translation would be issued later. Now, some 40 years later, a

new translation has been approved by the Vatican and will begin
the weekend of Nov. 27.
